



	Be a Text Critic list: You have been invited to do a ‘two minute spot’ for a school podcast. Your job is to be a text critic and tell the listeners about the text you have been reading. (Your text may be a book, graphic novel, Webpage, blog, magazine article, or any other text that you have finished reading.)

1. Begin by webbing your ideas on the BLM. Think of the key events, 
    characters, climax, and message in a fiction text, or the ideas, view point, 
    and message in a non-fiction text.

2. Use your webbed notes and write a brief summary of the text. (Avoid 
    mentioning the ending—it may spoil the book for a listener!)

3. Give your opinions about the text, e.g., What you liked/disliked, what you 
    thought of the writing style, content, bias or opinions of the writer, and 
    what the text made you think about.

4. Write an interesting ‘hook’ for your critical review. The beginning has got 
    to grab the listener’s attention.

5. Practise your talk and present it to class members.
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
