



	Reading Log List: 1. Think about the part of the text you are reading. Use the questions on 
    the BLM, or add questions of your own, to guide your thinking.

2. Record your ideas in the ‘Log’ section of the BLM.

3. If you are having a group discussion, choose one or two questions or a 
    couple of your ideas to discuss in your group.

TIP: One or two good ideas is often enough to use in a discussion. Sometimes questions get people talking.
	questions1: • Where is this leading?
• What’s my opinion?
• Does this make me feel uncomfortable?
• What am I puzzled about?
• Have I heard of anything like this before?
• What if this had happened to me?
• Could this happen today?
• How is this character coping?
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
